Requirements

The goal of the student talk is for you to examine in depth the academic treatment of a specific
subject related to the software engineering design and to explain it to your colleagues in a
professional-grade oral presentation. You will do so by choosing one paper and presenting it to
the class in a 10-minute talk.

You may select a referenced paper from the “Further Reading” sections of the textbook chapters.
Alternatively, you may choose a paper from a journal or a conference proceedings published by
the ACM or the IEEE Computer Society — both of which are available to you via the College’s
libraries (see syllabus.)

1. Submit a proposal to me by January 23, 2008 at midnight that contains a reference to
the paper and a one-paragraph summary of the paper:

Prepare a ten-minute oral presentation for the class.
